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The Euro-Med Youth programme gives the 12 Mediterranean partner countries 


a privileged position in third-country cooperation in the youth field. Its aim is to facilitate the integration of young people into social and working life as well as to stimulate the democratisation of society in the Mediterranean partner countries.


The Euro-Med Youth programme is one of the three regional programmes set up in the third chapter of the Barcelona Process entitled « partnership in social, cultural and human affairs ».


This third chapter of the declaration proposes a permanent dialogue between young people from the 27 Euro-Mediterranean partners. This will help to foster mutual understanding among the people of the region, to integrate young people into social and professional life, and to contribute to the process of democratisation of civil society.


The Euro-Med Youth programme focuses on the three main Actions of the YOUTH programme: Action 1 (Youth Exchanges), Action 2 (Voluntary Service) and Action 5 (Support Measures).

Euro-Med Youth programme II (2002-2004)


Following approval by the MED Committee in September 2001, a second phase of the Euro-Med Youth programme was adopted by the European Commission on 22 November 2001 (Decision n°2001/2347).


The Euro-Med Youth programme II has a budget of 14 million Euros (budget increase of 40% over Euro-Med Youth I) for 2002-2004 (10 million from MEDA and 4 million from YOUTH).





The Programme beneficiaries are young people and other actors in the youth field in the 12 Mediterranean partner countries (Algeria, Cyprus, Egypt, Israel, Jordan, Lebanon, Malta, Morocco, Palestinian Authority, Syria, Tunisia and Turkey) and in the 15 EU Member States. 











Euro-Med Youth programme I (1999-2001)


This was adopted by the European Commission and the Euro-Mediterranean Committee for the Barcelona process. It was established as a pilot regional action for two years, starting on 1st January 1999, with a budget of 9,7 million Euros (6 million from MEDA and 3,7 million from YOUTH). 


This programme represents a concrete initiative prompted by the Euro-Mediterranean partnership. It also means an extension of the YOUTH programme’s activities. It involves three actions of the YOUTH programme: Youth Exchanges, Voluntary Service and Support Measures (Actions 1, 2 and 5). 


In order to implement the Euro-Med Youth programme, a system of National Coordinators has been set up with the nomination of one Coordinator in each Mediterranean partner country.


This first phase of Euro-Med Youth programme was subject to an evaluation carried out by external experts. Goals to be achieved in the second phase of the programme were inspired by this evaluation.


During 1999-2001, more than 200 projects (Youth Exchanges, Voluntary Service and Support Measures) were approved by the European Commission.


The number of young people that participated in the programme totals over 3150, and the percentage of young people’s participation from the South and from the North was balanced. 














Brief chronology


Since 1992, the cooperation with the Mediterranean countries was supported by the European Parliament resolution “Priority Actions in the Youth Field” between 1992-1994. The cooperation included only the EU and the three Magreb countries. In 1995 this cooperation was enlarged to comprise the current Mediterranean partner countries within Action D when Youth for Europe was launched. 


In June 1996, a conference held in Amman on "Youth Exchanges between the European Union and its Mediterranean partners", gathering officials and NGO representatives, further elaborated the objectives of a new cooperation scheme under the Euro-Mediterranean Partnership.


The second Euro-Mediterranean Conference held in Malta in April 1997 reiterated that a programme of activities for youth should be put forward shortly.


In September 1998, the first Euro-Med Youth programme was adopted by the European Commission and the Euro-Mediterranean (MED) committee.


In November 2001, a new phase of the Euro-Med Youth programme was finally adopted by a decision of the European Commission and the MED committee.





Aims of the Euro-Med programme


to facilitate the integration of young people into social and professional life and to stimulate the democratisation of the civil society of the Mediterranean partner countries. 


to improve mutual understanding and cohesion between young people across the Mediterranean region, based on and committed to mutual respect, tolerance and dialogue between the various cultures. 


to increase the importance of youth organisations, developing young people’s active citizenship, especially that of young women, and promoting the exchange of information, experience and expertise between youth organisations. 














The most relevant themes for the projects from the Mediterranean partner countries are:


Youth Information: 17 %


Environment protection: 12 % 


Social Exclusion: 12 %


Art and Culture: 10 % 





Euro-Med National Coordinators considered that the intercultural learning process was successful in almost all projects. 





Good overall gender balance of participants: of almost 3100 participants in Actions 1 and 5, 49% were female.





More than 3150 young people from EU and Mediterranean partner countries took part in Euro-Med Youth I.





Objectives for Euro-Med youth cooperation


Overall aim





The overall aim of Euro-Mediterranean youth cooperation is to facilitate the active integration of young people into social and professional life and to ensure the democratic processes of the civil societies of the Mediterranean partner countries. This is to be achieved by stimulating active citizenship within local communities, encouraging active participation of young people, particularly young women, and youth associations, as well as developing the employability of young people.

General rules


Who can participate? 


Young people (aged between 15 and 25), youth associations and local NGOs, which are legally resident/based in one of the 12 Mediterranean partner countries or in one of the 15 Member States of the European Union.


How to participate? 


Euro-Med Youth grant applications can be submitted by any of the project partners, based either in an EU Member State or in one of the Mediterranean partner countries. It submits the application on behalf of all partners to the relevant National Agency and/or National Coordinator, which then forwards it to the European Commission for project selection.





When to submit an application?





The annual application deadlines for submission of projects are the following:





1 February: for projects starting between 1 July and 31 December





1 June: for projects starting between 1 November and 30 April





1 November: for projects starting between 1 April and 30 September

















Who implements the Euro-Med Youth programme?





At the European Commission, the Programme is jointly coordinated and managed by DG Education and Culture and the EuropeAid Cooperation Office in Brussels. 





In the EU Member States, the YOUTH programme National Agencies have a specific member of staff in charge of the Euro-Med Youth programme.





In the Mediterranean partner countries, the National Coordinators are contracted by the European Commission, in agreement with national authorities. They see to the daily implementation of the Euro-Med Youth programme in close cooperation with the EC Delegations in each Mediterranean partner country.

Definition of a Youth Exchange





A youth exchange brings together groups of young people from different backgrounds from at least four different countries, providing them with an opportunity to discuss and confront various themes, whilst learning about each other’s countries and cultures. 


They must be multilateral, i.e. involve partners from at least four countries.





They must involve a minimum of two EU Member States and at least two Mediterranean partner countries.





There should be a balance between the number of EU Member States and the number of Mediterranean partner countries in each project. The national groups should be balanced and consist of approximately equal numbers of participants.





What is NOT a Youth exchange?


The following activities are not eligible for grants under the Euro-Med Youth programme:


statutory meetings of organisations


holiday travel


language courses


school class exchanges


academic study trips


performance tours


competitions


exchange activities which can be classed as tourism


exchange activities which aim to make financial profit





The Community grant is based on the principle of co-funding.





Sending group


70% of actual travel costs


100 % contribution to an advance planning visit

Selection criteria


Participants: minimum of 16 and a maximum of 60 participants - group leader(s) not included. National groups must be balanced in terms of numbers of participants.


Group leaders: Each group should have one or more leaders, the representative of the host and sending groups will be jointly responsible for carrying out and monitoring the project.


Duration: The duration of the exchange activity should be between 6 and 21 days, excluding travel.


Project content: Non-formal learning experience, specific theme, programme and working methods, intercultural dimension and impact at local level, preparation and follow up.  This requires young people’s active participation.








Example of a Youth Exchange


CEGAS





The Committee for Educational Guidance for Arab Students promotes higher education for the Arab Palestinian minority in Israel.


The exchange entitled "Minorities and democracy in Europe and Israel " brings together in Israel 45 young people, from Italy, Germany, Palestinian Territories and Israel, to discuss various aspects of minority-majority relations in an European/Middle East context. The project is designed not only as an opportunity for young people to learn theoretically about these issues, but also as an opportunity to acquire experience through living and working in different Arab villages in Israel. Throughout the exchange, the participants will discuss the issues of minority and democracy, basing their discussions on the realities that they face. Part of the programme involves voluntary work and other educational activities.





The European Union supports non-formal education opportunities for young people through transnational voluntary service which directly and actively involves young people in activities designed to meet the needs of society in a wide range of fields. 











What is a Voluntary Service project?


A Voluntary Service project allows a young person to be a volunteer in another country for a specified period, normally between 6 and 12 months. Voluntary Service activities can take place, for example, in the field of the environment, arts and culture, activities with children, young people or the elderly, heritage, or sports and leisure. 


Volunteers will participate in activities that comply with the following general principles. Activities must:


take place in a country other than where the volunteer lives,


be non-profit-making and unpaid,


bring an added value to the local community,


not involve job substitution,


last for a limited period (maximum 12 months).





Sending Organisation


Any type of non-governmental organisation, an association, a local authority or any other non-profit-making local initiative can be a sending organisation. For a sending organisation, a Voluntary Service project offers an opportunity to establish cooperation and to exchange experience with a partner in the Mediterranean area or in any  EU Member State. 





Partners in a Voluntary Service project





Volunteer


All young people who are legally resident in any Mediterranean partner country or any EU Member State and are, in principle, aged between 18 and 25. Certain exceptions regarding the upper age-limit are allowed for young people with less opportunities, if justified, and are judged on a case-by-case basis.





Volunteers give their time and efforts for a project benefiting the local community in exchange for an opportunity to practise their skills, acquire new cultural and social skills that they will be able to use in their future.  During their voluntary service, volunteers are responsible for the practical tasks assigned to them and have a general obligation to contribute to the host organisation and community.





Host Organisation


The basis for Voluntary Service projects is the existence of a number of places (organisations) where volunteers can do their voluntary service. These are called host organisations.  Voluntary Service projects bring together a large number of different organisations, projects, local authorities and other initiatives. Their contribution to Voluntary Service projects is essential. By welcoming a volunteer, a host organisation will bring new ideas and intercultural elements into its regular activities.


Any type of non-governmental organisation, an association, a local authority or any other non-profit-making local initiative can be a host organisation





HOST ORGANISATION





Task related support


Guide the volunteers in their tasks and send them to the mid-term meeting.  Tasks should reflect volunteers’ individual abilities and interests.


Personal support


Personal support must be provided in order to avoid and overcome any difficulties, either in the volunteers’ personal lives or in their activities. They should be given the opportunity to integrate into the local community, to meet other young people, to socialise, to participate in leisure activities etc. Contact with other Voluntary Service volunteers should be encouraged where possible. 


Mentor


Identify a mentor who is directly responsible for training, personal support and language training for the volunteer and to whom the volunteer can turn in case of problems. The mentor should not be the volunteer's supervisor or another person involved in the volunteer's project.


Language training


Arrange language learning opportunities.  Language skills have long-term benefits in addition to helping the volunteer to integrate into the host culture.


Accommodation and Food


Provide suitable accommodation and meals, or a food allowance, for the volunteer.


Local transport


Provide means of local transport for the volunteer.


Allowance


Pay an allowance to the volunteer on a weekly or monthly basis.


Visa


Shared responsibility with the sending organisation to arrange a visa for the volunteer.





SENDING ORGANISATION





Preparation


Help the volunteer to find and contact a host organisation, prepare the volunteers for their stay abroad according to their individual needs. Ensure the volunteer attends pre-departure training session.


Contact during Voluntary Service


Keep in contact with the volunteer and the host organisation during the project in order to prevent crises. Help to organise follow up after the volunteer's return.


Follow up


Help volunteers with reintegrating into their home community. Provide volunteers with an opportunity to exchange and share their experiences.  Support volunteers into further education, training, employment.


Visa and insurance


Shared responsibility with the host organisation to arrange a visa for the volunteer and to make sure that the volunteer's contact details are sent to the insurance company contracted by the European Commission.





Example of a Voluntary Service project





ATVA





The Association from Tunisia for Voluntary Action (ATVA) provides young Tunisian people with the opportunity to go to work camps in other countries and hosts young foreign people in work camps in Tunisia, in a voluntary capacity. In this context, the organisation hosted 6 volunteers from Morocco, France and Germany (2 per partner country) in order to manage a social project in two centres, one located in a disadvantaged area and the other helping women to integrate into civil society.








All volunteers who have completed their Voluntary Service are entitled to a certificate signed by the Member of the European Commission responsible for the YOUTH programme. These certificates are distributed by the National Agencies or National Coordinators.





This provides a platform for discussion and exchange of good practice in non-formal education with reference to the Euro-Med Youth programme.


2 to 5 days (excluding travel).





This activity provides an opportunity to learn about youth work provision in other countries and contact with other actors in the youth field and no-formal education.


3 to 6 days (excluding travel).

This activity allows project managers to discuss a project idea before submitting an application under Actions 1 or 2.


2 to 3 days (excluding travel).





This activity helps those involved in youth work and non-formal education to acquire advanced skills and knowledge for their activities.The emphasis of training courses is on the practical aspects of youth work.


5 to 10 days (excluding travel).





This activity supports the production and dissemination of information and training material relating to the Euro-Med Youth programme.


Up to one year














1.  Practical training experience (job shadowing)


Normally 2 different countries/partners.





This activity allows youth workers to acquire the skills for organising a transnational project by working in a partner organisation for a limited period of time to exchange experience and good practice.


1 to 3 weeks (excluding travel).





This activity brings together potential partners for Euro-Med Youth projects. The aim is the creation of new Euro-Med Youth projects.


2 to 4 days (excluding travel).





Definition


Support Measures are instruments aimed at helping all those involved in youth activities or interested in youth matters to prepare and develop projects and initiatives within the context of the Euro-Med Youth programme.


A minimum of four countries must be involved. At least one of the countries must be an EU Member State. 


There should be a balance between the number of EU Member States and the number of Mediterranean partner countries. 


Within the Training Strategy and Support for Advanced Learning and Training Opportunities (SALTO) the French National YOUTH Agency runs a training scheme for Euro-Med cooperation. For more info on training courses please consult � HYPERLINK http://www.salto-youth.net ��www.salto-youth.net�





 Examples of Support Measures -  ICYE


International Cultural Youth Exchange in Europe (ICYE ) is the European office of 15 member organisations active in the youth field. They organised a training project in Denmark which provided theoretical and practical knowledge of organisation management to youth workers and volunteers, while highlighting the cultural aspects in an Euro-Mediterranean context. It involved 25 participants from Belgium, Denmark, Germany, Austria, UK, Finland, Portugal, Jordan, Egypt, Turkey, Malta, Morocco and Palestine Territories.
